CONTEST CORNER  
  
Welcome to September’s Contest Corner. 

Summertime is winding down and pretty soon fall will 
be upon us then winter soon after. For contesters this 
means now is a good time to get that station in top 
shape for the upcoming contest season. A thorough 
look at your antenna farm or single antenna will be 
the single most important part of station tune-up. 
Strive for low loss feed lines from rig to antenna 
and make sure all your connections are clean, tight, 
and weatherproof.  Work on those ergonomics 
as pertaining to your rig, mic, key/paddle, tuner, 
computer, and so on. Don’t forget about good lighting 
and a comfortable chair. The attention you give your 
station now just may bring new rewards when the 
bands are open during your favorite contest. Do not 
wait! 

September has contests and special events that will give 
us worldwide signals from the relatively easily worked 
to the ones’ we hope to dig out of the noise. There 
are eight or so state qso parties to keep those 5-band 
WAS ops busy and others looking to put a new state in 
their log. The North American Sprint, CW takes place 
September 8th and the RTTY version on the 15th. 
These two sprints run for four hours only but will test 
the best ops and challenge anyone’s skill in sending 
and copying the exchange in a dynamic environment. 
The ARRL has their September VHF Contest for 50 
MHz and up. This is another good contest to work 
outdoors particularly at elevation. You can run ssb, cw, 
or digital and play around with a variety of antennas 
depending on the band opening. The last full weekend 
in September will give you the CQ Worldwide DX 
Contest, RTTY.  As with all the CQ contests this one is 
very popular with hams. Tune in and you will hear the 
rhythm of RTTY.

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Portable 
Oscilloscope Back 

Feet Blues
By John Breckenridge, WB6FRZ

Have you ever had the blues? Broken scope back feet 
blues, that is? 

If you have then you know just what I'm talking about. 
If not, then it's a condition that happens to just about 
all types of portable oscilloscopes over a period of 
time. The extension feet placed on the back of the 
scope wear out, break down, or break off after using 
them as intended - setting the scope on the feet, on the 
floor, with the display pointing up. This is a very handy 
position when you're away from home and have no 
table or bench on which to use the scope.

I was fortunate enough to purchase a Tektronics Type 
453 50 MHz bandwidth scope some time ago at a 
ham radio swap meet. The scope worked pretty-well 
electrically but, you guessed it, the back extension feet 
were bent and broken apart. So I decided to fix this 
problem by machining some round aluminum rod. 
Each foot was attached with a 6-32 screw so I included 
that into my design. The power cord wraps around the 
feet so I needed to take that into consideration too. 
Here's the design I came up with:

The wide end sits on the floor and the small end attaches to 
the scope. There is a hole through the part with a counter-
bore at the wide end to allow the screw head to be recessed 
into the extension foot.

Yes, I had to make four of them using a lathe. Each foot is 
1 1/2 inches long. The wide flange at the end is 1 inch in 
diameter and the small flange at the other end is 3/4 inch 
in diameter. The main body outside diameter is 1/2 inch in 
diameter. The order in which you machine a part like this 
is important; if you don't think it through beforehand you 
can end up like the perverbial floor painter whom paints 
himself into a corner - except worse; it usually means you 
throw out the part and start over. In order to hold the part 
properly for machining I needed to make a holding tool 
designed especially to hold the foot. Here it is shown with 
how it is used to hold the foot:

I have found that designing and machining parts 
conveniently-supports my amateur radio and 
electronics habits. But not everyone has a machine 
shop at home. Let me know if you run across the 
need to modify an existing part or the need for a new  
part; I may be able to help. My shop machines are not 
computer-controlled; they're old and used but I can 
still make some nice parts with them.
