WRC-03 CONFERENCE PREPARATORY
MEETING UNDER WAY

The Conference Preparatory Meeting (CPM) for
next year's World Radiocommunication Conference
(WRC-03) opened in Geneva, Switzerland November 13.
Some 1000 delegates are attending the worldwide gathering.

"The objective of the CPM is to approvea 500-page
CPM Report to WRC-03 that will provide a technical basis
for consideration of administrations' proposals for changes
in the international Radio Regulations," explained ARRIL
Chief Executive Officer David Sumner, K177, Sumner is
attending in his role as International Amateur Radio Union
(IARU) secretary. He says 174 "input documents" to the
CPM offer comments on the existing draft CPM Report text
and propose additions, deletions, and changes.

Chairing the CPM is Germany's Eberhard George,
DL71H. At the day-long opening plenary, George and the
chairpersons of the various working groups provided an
overview of the meeting's structure and the major issues
facing WRC-03. C

"Several of the working group chairs were quite
candid in their remarks," Sumner said. "Music to many ears
including amateurs’ was the assessment by New Zealand's
Alan Jamieson regarding so-called little LEOs--mobile
satellites operating below 1 GHz." According to Sumner,
Jamieson said there was no congestion in their existing
bands, and sharing studies had been unfavorable. Sumner
predicted that the likely outcome at WRC-03 would be the
suppression of an existing Resolution that invites sharing
studies onthe basis of an "urgent need” that no longer exists.

A thornier issue is 7-MHz "harmonization." The
IARU backs a 300-kHz worldwide allocation in the vicinity
of 7 MHz. " At this stage, we have six methods to address the
agenda item," Sumner said--including no change in the status

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The Task Force also concluded that spectrum rights
and responsibilities are not always clearly defined and that
users need more certainty. “In addition, the rights and
responsibilities that are defined need to better reflect more
market-based models and policies," it said. Among its specific
recommendations was to adopt "interference temperature" to
quantify and manage interference.

The Task Force said using an “interference
temperature” standard to establish maximum permissible
interference levels on a band-by-band basis would place a
limit on the noise environment in which receivers would be
required to operate. "To the extent, however, that the
interference temperature in a particular band is not reached,
users who emit energy below that temperature could operate
more flexibly," the panel said, "with the interference
temperature serving as the maximum cap on the potential RF
energy they could introduce inio the band.”

The Task Force said it found that new technological
developments now permit access to unused or underused
spectrum through time-sharing of spectrum between multiple

~usersand lead to more efficient use of the spectrum resource.”

Concluded FCC Chairman Powell, ""The Commission
is chartered to serve the public interest. The public has made
their desire for interference-free spectrum-based services quite
clear. The challenge now rests with us to deliver."

FCCSPECTRUMPOLICY TASKFORCE
PRESENTS RECOMMENDATIONS

The FCC Spectrum Policy Task Force this week
presented recommendations to modernize the rules that gnide
how the nation's spectrum is managed and utilized. The panel
recommended that spectrum management evolve from a
traditional government "command-and-control" model to a
more flexible, consumer-oriented approach. Created by FCC
Chairman Michael Powell iast June, the Task Force--after
research and extensive public input--concluded that the time
is ripe for spectrum policy reform.

"The foundations of our current spectrum policy are
cracking beneath the weight of innovation and widespread
consumer use of spectrum-based services," Powell said.
"This is no surprise, since most of our policies date from the
1920s." The FCC said in a Public Notice
<http://hraunfoss.fcc.gov/edocs_public/attachmatch/DOC-
228242A1.doc> that the Task Force's report will provide a
starting point for a long-term review of spectrum policy
approaches.

The ARRL was among the entities and individuals
commenting in the FCC's Task Force initiative, ET Docket
02-135, earlier this year. The League told the FCC that
marketplace forces should not determine Amateur Radio
spectrum allocations, and that interference managementisa
technical, not an economic, issue.

"The value to the public of a vital, growing Amateur
Radio Service, while perhaps only indirectly measurable in
market terms, cannot translate to a marketplace ability to
pay for spectrum, no matter what the mechanism,” the
ARRL asserted in its comments. A market-oriented
allocation processes could preclude Amateur Radio
communications, the League asserted. '

In its comments, the ARRL compared Amateur Radio
spectrum to a public park or right-of-way. "Given the wide
availability of Amateur Radio to the general public and its
value -as an educational and public service resource, the
concept fits-well," the League said.

The Task Force said some bands are heavily used while
many are not in use in all geographic areas or are used only
part of the time. "Thus, there may be opportunities for
spectrum-based services or devices to operate in the resulting
'white spaces,'" the Task Force suggested. The Task Force
said that technological advances--such as the increased use
of digital technologies and the development of
software-defined radios--are providing some potential
answers to current spectrum policy challenges. "These
technological advances enable spectrum rights to be parceled
as a function oftime," the FCC panel said. "Also, they allow
systems to be much more tolerant of interference than in the
past."
