AMATEUR RADIO SPECTRUM
PROTECTION ACT REINTRODUCED
IN US HOUSE

The Amateur Radio Spectrum Protection Act
has again been infroduced in the US House of
Representatives. The measure is an ARRL legislative
initiative. Florida Rep Michael Bilirakis put the latest
version of the bill, HR 713, into the legislative hopper
on February 12. It has been referred to the House
Committee on Energy and Commerce. When last
introduced in 2001, the measure was known as HR 817.

The House bill already has two cosponsors,
Reps John Boozman, Arkansas, and Patrick Tiberi,
Ohio. Both cosponsored last year's biil.

HR 713 is aimed at ensuring the availability of
spectrum to Amateur Radio operators. It would protect
existing Amateur Radio spectrum against reallocations
to or sharing with other services unless the FCC
provides "equivalent replacement spectrum” elsewhere.
Bilirakis, a Florida Republican, has twice ‘before
sponsored similar legislation at the League's
recommendation. A Senate version of the bill is
pending.

member-states want to eliminate or minimize footnotes
in the Radio Regulations. The TAP for a "footnote
allocation" at 136 kHz, however, was seen as a way to
get the issue on the WRC-03 agenda "on an exception
basis," he said.

Siverling explained that the CITEL IAP leading
to a possible allocation in Region 2 of the 136-kHz
band at WRC-03 has been handled separately from the
pending US amateur LF allocation. Acting onan ARRL
request, the FCC has proposed a domestic (US-only)
allocation at 136 kHz on a non-interference basis. "At
some point, the twain will meet," Siverling said. '

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UTC EMERGENCY
COMMUNICATIONS NATIONAL
TRAINING GRANT TO COVER
ALL LEVELS

A generous grant from ARRL corporate pariner
United Technologies Corporation (UTC)
<http://www.utc.com> will expand reimbursed Amateur
Radio Emergency Communications Course (ARECC)
training to all three training levels and put the UTC
grant program on a national level. The :
three-year, $150,000 grant will reimburse the cost of
tuition to students anywhere in the US who successfully
complete ARRL's Level 1, IT and {II Amateur Radio
emergency communication courses. An earlier UTC
grant covered Level [ and IT ARECC training for more
than 280 Connecticut amateurs.

"This grant plays perfectly into the overall plan and
scope of emergency communication for local
communities and our nation as a whole," said ARRL
Emergency Communications Course Manager Dan
Miller, K3UFG. "This will allow us to increase the
number of seats offered each month for reimbursable
courses.” Miller praised UTC's foresight and proactive
approach to community involvement.

ARRIL Chief Development Officer Mary Hobart,
K1MMH, said UTC clearly recognizes the importance
of emergency communication. "With this new grant,
UTC has taken a giant step and renewed its
commitment to Amateur Radio, emergency
communication and homeland security,”" she said.

Including the earlier UTC grant and a three-year
federal Corporation for National and Community
Service (CNCS) award of some $543,000, the ARRL
now has -secured $726,000 for emergency
communication training. That training, Hobart
predicted, "will have an impact on every state in the
union."

Students successfully completing any level of the
on-line Amateur Radio Emergency Communications
classes under the new UTC grant will be eligible for
reimbursement of their $45 registration fee.

HARMONIZED 7 MHz ALLOCATION
GAINS SUPPORT IN THE AMERICAS

A dozen countries in the Americas have agreed to
support a proposal for a "harmonized" 300-kHz
amateur band in the vicinity of 7 MHz. The issue of a
uniform worldwide 40-meter allocation is on the agenda
of the World Radiocommunication Conference 2003
(WRC-03), set to be held in Geneva this June and July.
The US has so far taken no position on the issue.

"It is possible that other countries will sign on when
this proposal is circulated among all 34 member-states
ofthe Inter-American Telecommunication Commission
(CITEL)," said ARRL Technical Relations Specialist
Jon Siverling, WB3ERA. "t takes at least six countries
of the Organization of American States to make an
Inter-American Proposal (IAP). If more countries sign
on, the IAP will have greater weight'at WRC-03."

Argentina, Canada, Colombia, Costa Rica,
Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Guatemala,
Honduras, Mexico, Paraguay, Peru and Venezuela
agreed to the Canadian-sponsored IAP for a 300-kHz
amateur band--from 7 to 7.3 MHz--in all three ITU
radio regions. That position is in line with what the
International Amateur Radio Union (IARU) has been
calling for.

The support came during a meeting of CITEL's
Permanent Consultative Committee for
Radiocommunications (PCC.II-RADIO) Working
Group, which is preparing Inter-American Proposals for
WRC-03. PCC.I1-Radio met February 3-7 in Orlando,
Florida. Fourteen CITEL member states attended the
Orlando session. ' ' _

Siverling has been chair of so-called Chapter 5
issues for CITEL, leading up to WRC-03, which he will
also attend. Chapter 5 issues include the Maritime
Mobile, Amateur and Amateur-Satellite and
Broadcasting services in the MF and HF bands.

Another matter on the WRC-03 agenda is possible
changes to Articles 25, 19 and 1 to the international
Radio Regulations. Fifteen countries--Argentina, Brazil,
Canada, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, El
Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Mexico, Paraguay,
Peru, the US, Uruguay and Venezuela--signed an IAP
favorable to the Amateur Service. The US signed the
IAP but withheld support on two ‘of the 18specific
provisions.

The Four C’s of
Emergency
Communications

“The best advice for anyone performing ernergency
comimunications can be summarized by the four C’s: Calm,
Courteous, Correct, and Concise.

CALM Try to keep emotion out of your voice. No
matter Whatthe emergency, a calm, professional attitude will
help keep things cool and get the message through more
quickly and accurately. Losing your cool, calm attitude may
cost an important message. The more reason you have for
getting excited, the more important it is for you to remain
calm. As an emergency communications volunteer you
should set a good, calm example for the other people to
follow.

COURTEOUS You must think of yourself as a
public servant. Regardless of provocation, remain courteous
atall times. Never display temper on the air. Remember the
“GoldenRule" at all times and practice it. Never fight with
other operators over calls or reports. Always follow the
instructions of the Net Control Station ~ whether you agree
with those instructions or not. Most problems can wait until
after the emergency situation is over. If some problem
absolute]y must be ironed out, do it by telephone or-on
another frequency - not on the net. :

CORRECT Work to keep errors out of your
message where approprlate to get names, locations, and other
information accurately. Write everything down for reference.
Remember, your role is comniunications — you are not in
charge of anything - most communications will be between
the people who are in charge. When the Emergency
Operations-Center ot Net Control Station 4sks a question, go
get the answer from the person responsible - don’t just give
your best guess. It is always better to admit you don’t know
rather than give out information that is wrong. Always use
plain language — don’t use jargon, Q-signals, 10-codes, etc.,
which may not be understood by everyone. Avoid using
specialized words and codes, even those of the agency you are
supporting unless the message is going specifically to the
same agency.

CONCISE Your job as an emergency
communications volunteer is to get the message transferred
while also allowing time for the other operators to get their
messages transferred. Avoid tyingup the net by keepingyour

transmissions as brief as possible. Always leave a few
seconds between transmissions in case someone needs to
break in with an emergency call. A strictly business attitude
is your best technique for assuring time-saving
communications. You must consider the conditions - if
everyone is full-quieting, there is little need to spell words,
but if conditions aren’t good or the word is particularly
difficult, then it makes sense to spell it. - Don’t rush -
speaking a little bit slower ofien gets the message through
faster because the other operator doesn’t have to ask for
repeats. Don’t assume everyone has a pad and pencil
instantly ready when you need to send them a long or
complex message - ask first, it saves time in the long run.

The measure would amend the Communications Act
to require the FCC to provide "equivalent replacement
spectrum” to Amateur Radio and the Amateur-Satellite
Service in the event of a reallocation of primary amateur
allocations, any reduction in secondary amateur allocations,
or
"additional allocations within such bands that would
substantially reduce the utility thereof" to amateurs.

The 2001 version of the measure attracted 53
cosponsors in the House but last spring became one of many
pieces of legislation caught up in the so-called "Enron
logjam," during which the Internet and Telecommunications
Subcommittee did not meet, although its full committee,
Energy and Commerce, held numerous hearmgs concernmg
Enron.

The ARRL isurging members of the Amateur Radio
commumty to contact their representatives in Congress and
request that they cosponsor HR 713. Experience has shown
that, while most members of Congress understand and
appreciate the benefits of Amateur Radio, some may be
reluctant to sign on to a technical piece of legisiation without
some indication of support from their own constituents. A
sample letter is available on the ARRL Web site.
