Emergency Preparedness and
Shelter Evacuation

It’s still autumn but the start of storm season will be
upon us shortly. Now is a good time to break out your
favorite go-kit checklist and begin replacing old supplies and
stocking up for the new season. Many of the inhabitants of
this county live in low-lying areas prone to floeding while
others live in homes built on hillsides that could potentially
slide. None of us are immune to the ravages of a major
storm; even if your home is intact your access in and out of
the area may be limited or blocked.

Why is being prepared for an emergency during the
early part of the season so important? Let me relate a real-
life incident during a recent storm event.

The warnings had sounded to alert everyone of the
oncoming storm and to evacuate to nearby shelters. An
elderly man entered the shelter and looked around for
medication. He eventually presented himself to the shelter
manager and stated, "Where are the medications? I need
such-and-such for my heart condition."

The shelter manager (who already had his hands full
setting up shelter operations in a public school cafeteria)
turned to the gentleman and said, "This is a shelter. It’s not
a hotel.~It’s not a pharmacy. Take a look around you. It’s
a roof; four walls and a concrete floor. That’s:it. We don’t
have any medications here. You need to bring your own
medlcatmns beddmg, food, water and clothmg

the point. If you don’t prepare properly well ahead of -

tlme to evacuate nd youdon’t brmgyour needs with you
3 ou’restuck. Thereis no magicwaiting for
you ,“‘ an emergency shelter. Don’t expect it. It’s your
personal responsibility to_be prepared. If you don’t,
you’re the Joser.

Inthisincident, the shelter manger scrambled to find
a pharmacy in the neighborhood and tracked down-the
pharmacist who had to reopen the store to fill the
prescription. They managed to get it filled just in time and
made it back to the shelter in time to hunker down and wait
out the storm.

Are you and your family prepared?
* Do you have three to five days of food and water ready
to go? Shelters do not serve food for several days after they
open. It takes time to mobilize supplies, equipment and

manpower to open a food serving line. And, if power to the
water pumps is disrupted, it may require several hours to
flush the water mains before regular water service is restored.
- Are your supplies current and fresh? You’li need to
bring or store one gallon of water per person per day for
drinking purposes, especially if you're working outdoors
during the recovery.

- Do you have your own checklist of what you need to
secure the home, pack the car and head out? Don’t leave
itto chance. Write down a checklist ahead of time before you
need it.

- Are your amateur radios equipped, packed and ready to
g0 with you to the shelter so you can operate there? You
may not have any other radio operators there and your
equipment would have come in very handy in sending statuses
and coordinating a response.

- Do you know the nearest three shelters in your
neighborhood? Who says your nearest shelter has enough
room and parking for you and your family?

Is your home prepared?

* Have you kept your insurance current and stashed your
insurance, homeowners papers and other valuable
information in a safety deposit box or other similar
storage and have a copy to take with you to the shelter?
You’ll néed it to open a disaster relief application.

- Do you know how to prepare and file away valued and
irreplaceable family photos? = No, you can’t buy a
replacement family photo of your great great grandparents at
Sears,

* Do you have an adequate supply of cleaning tools, rags,
cleaners and trash bags to immediately start to clean up
when you return home?

These are only a few key things to do while the sun
is shining, the sky is clear and the lines at the stores are few.
Remember that the goal of emergency preparedness is not
only to survive the storm but also to be well positioned to
begin the recovery and restore your lifestyle. '

So, when you see ihe notices that it is the start of
storm season, pay attention and take action now ... not when
the alarms sound.

FCC DENIES ARRL REQUEST IN
ADDING 5-GHz PART 15 SPECTRUM

The FCC has amended its Part 15 rules to make another
255MHz of spectrum available in the 5.470-5.725 GHz band
for unlicensed National Information Infrastructure (U-NII)
devices, including Radio Local Area Network (RLAN)
devices. In a Report and Order (R&O) in ET Docket 03-122
released November 18, the FCC said it was taking the action
to alleviate crowding in existing allocations and to align
U-NII bands in the US with bands elsewhere in the world.
The FCC turned down an ARRL request to keep U-NII
devices out of the 5.650 to 5.670 GHz segment to avoid
interference with the Amateur Satellite Service. Amateur
Radio has a secondary allocation from 5.650 to 5.925 GHz.

"We are not persuaded that we should either add or
modify our proposed rules as requested by ARRL," the FCC
said, adding that its dynamic frequency selection (DFS) and
transmitter power control (TPC) requirements "will in fact
protectamateur operations,” although they're not specifically
designed to do so.

Commenting in the proceeding September 3, the ARRL

expressed concerns about "potential aggregate interference”
from U-NII devices to Amateur Radio space stations in the
3.650-5.670 GHz band. The League did support other
elements of the FCC's proposals, however, including a power
limitation of 1 W EIRP, and said hams were willing to
cooperate with the RLAN industry on other sharing-related
issues.

In its comments, the League said the amateur allocation
at 5.650 to 5.925 GHz "has been subject to 'death by a
thousand cuts. The FCC's most recent action leaves
Amateur Radio with "relatively uncompromised access" toa
25-MHz segment at 5 GHz--5.825 t0 5.850 GHz, the ARRL
said. That
includes a 20-MHz-wide satellite downlink segment, 5.830 to
5.850 Ghz. Federal government users are primary over the
enitire band.

The Commission said that because of the large amount of

spectrum it's adding to the 300 MHz of spectrum already
available for U-NII devices, it expects the density of devices
to be relatively low. "We believe that this low density of
devices coupled with our technical requirements will provide
adequate protection to all incumbent systems in the band,
including amateur satellite uplink systems," the FCC said.

The FCC said it would treat the U-NII devices like other
unlicensed intentional - radiators that operate on a
non-interference basis under °15.15(c) of the rules.

The R&O culminated a 2002 Petition for Rule Making
from the Wireless Ethernet Compatibility Alliance (WECA),
now known as the Wi-Fi Alliance, to allocate an additional
255 MHz of spectrum for use by U-NII devices in the
5.470-5.725 GHz band. The FCC released a Notice of
Proposed Rule Making last June. A copy of the R&O is on
